RE: Operating Budget for the 2013/14 Fiscal Year
RECOMMENDED ACTION:

Discuss the Proposed Budget, amend it if necessary, and by resolution, adopt the
2013/14 budget, the 2013/14 Gann limit, and the 2013/14 Authorized Positions by
resolution.

ISSUE STATEMENT AND DISCUSSION:

Attached to this staff report is the proposed 2013/14 Operating budget for the Town.
Although this budget is presented as “balanced,” it uses designated General Fund
reserves for specific projects as adopted in the Capital Improvement Plan.

ITEMS TO DISCUSS:

Council was presented with preliminary budget numbers in the May Council packet,
which showed the General Fund budget out of balance by $94,486. The following
adjustments were made to it into balance:

- An inter-fund allocation error was found and corrected for $21,214.
- The Property Transfer tax estimate was increased by $10,000.

- The Planning Director position funding was reduced by $25,700.

- The Sheriff's contract was improved by $37,572.

Council will need to consider and approve the allocations to community organizations.
Requests from four local organizations follow this staff report.

A detail of the General Fund reserves has been added as Appendix C. Council may
wish to discuss how the reserves are allocated and their possible uses.

REVENUES AND EXPENDITURES:

Economists generally believe the nation is in economic recovery. Years of frugality and
wise choices by the Town Council and staff have created and maintained exceptional



reserves for the Town. Although some reserves have been used over the past few
years, the balances remain higher (by percentage) than almost all cities and towns in
California.

Revenues are conservatively estimated. Where outside estimates were available, they
were used in the budget, otherwise, trends adjusted for expected future differences
were used.

Property tax revenues are expected to hold their own this year. The County assessor
believes the majority of residential, commercial and industrial property revaluations
have taken place. There is almost no residential re-sale inventory available in the Town
which is maintaining property values.

A major sales tax producing business in the Town incorrectly reported its sales to
another jurisdiction. They are working with the State Board of Equalization to correct
the reporting and reallocated the sales tax to the Town. The budget includes an
estimate of the correction, but the actual numbers may not be known until September.

Operations in other businesses are improving and this budget shows a cautious but
hopeful increase over the prior year.

In the 2012-2013 budget, building permits were estimated at the lowest level ever.
Fortunately, building was better than expected. The 2013-2014 budget is projecting no
increase.

All other revenues are expected to remain about the same.

Expenditures are being estimated at “bare bones” amounts. The amounts by line item
are realistically low.

The Sheriff's contracts, Transit contract, Animal Control contract and the Solid Waste
Contract all include cost of living increases.

The State Budget currently includes the $100,000 funding for the Supplemental Law
Enforcement Fund (COPS). As reported in the past, this funding is applied toward the
Town’s Traffic Control Officer, which costs the taxpayers $164,000. The officer
generates approximately $12,000 in traffic fine revenue, so the net cost to the general
fund is about $52,000.

A 1.5% increase has been built into the payroll figures to allow for a cola adjustment,
should the Council approve one.

This budget includes two part-time public works employees, funded out of
Transportation Development Act and Gas Tax funds, to be hired to assist our existing
crew in clearing the heavy workload that increases during the summer season. These
part-time positions are considered temporary and will not include health or retirement
benefits.

Enclosed is our application for renewal of our grant for the 2013-2014 year. We
gratefully acknowledge your support and for the new fiscal year we are asking for $7,000
for the New Year. We understand that these are challenging times and we do everything
we possibly can to control our expenses and eliminate waste and unnecessary
expenditures. We really appreciate your support over the many years and the seniors are
also very grateful. As you are aware the L.L.F.E. Center has been in existence
continuously since 1978 at the same site.

We are continuing to grow and serve the seniors of the Loomis area, and we continue to
change and grow our program to encourage more seniors to attend and to attract the
younger senior population. This year we added another exercise class, Zumba, which has
been very successful and has attracted new seniors and a younger group. They love the
program and on their own expanded it to a third day-Wednesday at the McLaughlin
Studios. We started this program as collaboration with the McLaughlin Studios of
Loomis.

We also recognize that the senior population is facing many serious economic challenges
and hardship. We are on the frontline and are keenly aware that we must be alert to serve
their needs and be ready to address the issues and hardships they face. We are very
familiar with and in contact with the various agencies that stand ready to assist. We feel
that this past year and at least the next year is very critical for the senior population.

Last year one of the highlights of the year was our ability to purchase a van to transport
the seniors to the Center. . We were very fortunate to secure funds through local
individuals, service clubs and foundations. It has worked out beautifully and most
necessary. We were able to step in when Placer County failed in their obligations to the
senior population.

We continue to provide many more extra meals for the seniors to take home in addition to
their noon meal they eat at the Center. We provide on average 20 more meals to take
home. We suspect that they make two meals out of the take home meals so we are very
generous in our proportions. We hope that this keeps expanding to serve the senior
population in their nutritional needs.



We continue to secure more and more volunteers to assist us in serving the senior
population. We have also been very fortunate that we continue to receive support from
the local service clubs, businesses, and individuals. T.oomis and the Town are a
wonderful, caring community.

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THE Loomis L.L.F.E. CENTER FOR SENIORS

The L.LF.E.—Leisure-Interest-Fellowship-Education—Center was established in 1978 as an
activity of Soroptimist International of Rocklin/Loomis. The purpose of the Center was to
provide a pleasant atmosphere where seniors could enjoy leisure, informative, social and
educational activities with peers. A well-balanced, healthy noon meal was also included.
From the beginning the group gathered in a meeting room at the First United Methodist
Church of Loomis, a practice that continues today. For more than ten years, the L.I.F.E.
Center was operated by Placer Adult Education (PAE). In 1995 PAE withdrew its support,
but the Center continued as a community outreach program under the sponsorship of the
church. This sponsorship takes the form of an in-kind contribution of meeting space, but
involves no funding. The Center is a non-denominational entity.

The Center is funded through grants, contributions and participant fees.

THE NEED FOR SENIOR ACTIVITY CENTERS

“It's a myth that older adults are fragile and cannot exercise.”
Dr. Steven Blair, Cooper Institute, Tufts University

Senior centers have become the locus of activitics that improve and enhance the lives of their
participants or members. From card or board games that engage the mind to “stretch and
flex” classes that exercise the body, more and more seniors are finding that community-based
programs offer more than just socialization.

Almost daily there are reports about the beneficial physiologic and functional effects of
physical activity for seniors. Epidemiological studies show that active older adults are less
likely to experience a decline in function with age; randomized trials demonstrate that
physical activity improves function in older adults. Regular exercise offers benefits across a
wide range of health conditions and problems, from cancer to various types of gallbladder
disease, plus heart disease and diabetes. Perhaps most importantly, exercise can preserve
function and independence.

Researchers at leading institutions around the country have found that maintaining mental
acuity is the key to a longer, happier life. Although mental acuity may decline slightly with
age, studies are showing that physical as well as mental exercises can help.

Challenging the mind. Staying mentally active appears to help ward off memory loss.
Reading, working crossword puzzles, and acquiring new skills keeps the mind fit. Such
activity seems to expand the web of neuronal connections in the brain and helps keep
neurons nimble and alive.

Challenging the body. The MacArthur Foundation Study of Aging in America found that
memory declined more among sedentary people than among those who engaged in regular
physical activity. Better lung capacity helps brain cells get enough oxygen. A study on
rodents also noted a rise in nerve growth factor, which is critical to brain cells, among the
rats that exercised the most.

Challenging the spirit. Relationships and close connections enhance the quality of life.
Research suggests that staying connected might help people live longer. A long-term study of
more than 2,700 American men and women aged 65 or older published in the British Medical
Journal in 1999 found that socialization plays an important role in staying healthy and alive.

Other studies suggest that the ties that bind might even help ward off dementia and keep
people mentally sharp. Researchers reporting in the Annals of Internal Medicine in 1999
looked at 2,800 people aged 65 or older. After assessing how socially engaged or disengaged
these men and women were, the researchers followed them for up to 12 years. Fewer soc1a1
ties added up to a higher likelihood of cognitive impairment and higher mortality, too.!

Senior Activity Centers provide an opportunity for seniors—many of them living alone—to
stretch and/or flex their minds as well as their bodies among peers in a non-threatening,
comfortable setting.

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

The L.LF.E. Center program is offered two days a week for all Placer County adults aged 55
or older. Current participants are a culturally and ethnically diverse group, ranging in age
from 55 to 98 the center offers programs that exercise the mind, the body and the spirit.
Moreover, all activities provide an opportunity for active socialization, one of the most
important factors in keeping seniors alert, independent and alive.

Leisure and interest activities include art classes, quilting sessions, table and card games,
crafts and exercise classes. Entertainment such as musicians, magicians or other performers
(e.g., t Hawaiian Senior Hula Dancers) and lectures on health, finances, legal issues, civic
involvement and safety round out the Center offerings.

Lunch is served both days.

General health screenings, blood pressure measures and hearing tests are offered regularly to
help participants monitor their health. Healthcare professionals answer questions about
medications, health concerns and diet.

PROGRAM BUDGET

The LIFE program operates on an annual budget of about $47,000. The operating budget is
included as an Attachment. Monthly financial statements, produced by an independent
bookkeeper, are reviewed by an advisory committee in conjunction with the Executive
Director.

The LIFE Senior Center provides an opportunity for seniors in the Loomis Basin—many of
them living alone—to stretch and/or flex their minds as well as their bodies among peers in a
non-threatening, comfortable setting.

VIl. HOW WILL YOU (AND WE) KNOW WHETHER OR NOT YOUR PROJECT/PROGRAM IS
SUCCESSFUL?

We evaluate the effectiveness of the program in the following ways:

1. Participant Attendance: number of regular participants, consistency of attendance;
both of these are indicators that participants are remaining in good health and able to
ambulate more easily

2. Health Evaluations: regular evaluations by healthcare professionals provide ongoing
evidence of maintained or improved health

3. Program Growth: increases in number of participants who attend on a regular basis,
which suggests that either members or healthcare professionals are recommending the
program to friends or patients, since we do no formal advertising

4. Participant Feedback: gauge participant satisfaction through observation, surveys,
suggestion box and general interaction

5. Member-Board Involvement: Three members of the Center are on the Board and
offer suggestions, comments, concerns, and observation. Likewise, community
members of the Board visit the Center on a regular basis and spend time interacting
with the participants.

Our
program includes cowboy poetry, music and stories told by some of the top talent available today. We
also have a school program in the Loomis School District, where workshops are held teaching the
students about our western heritage. They are then tasked with writing a cowboy poem and the top ten
chosen perform at the event. Additionally we have setup a $1,000 scholarship available to all high school
students in the Placer School District.

All of this is possible because of sponsorships, and our great staff of volunteers who work throughout the
year to ensure a successful program.

State Assembly Bill 939 requires the reduction of solid waste going into landfills through “diversion” - diverting garbage away from landfills and into
recycling programs. To give agencies the funds to create and maintain diversion programs, a surcharge is attached to all refuse service. This
surcharge revenue flows through to the Town.

Some of these funds are use to pay for a Town clean-up day where residents can bring, at no charge, refuse to dumpsters located at Del Oro High
School, rather than have to pay to take it to the dump. This allows for a greater diversion of recyclables away from the landfill.

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Supplemental Law Enforcement

State Assembly Bill 3229 enacted the Supplemental Law Enforcement Fund. It was supposed to be a temporary funding source to be used for
"front line" law enforcement. For the Town of Loomis, front line law enforcement is the Placer County Sheriff deputies on patrol in the Town
limits. In prior years the fund has been used to purchase a radar trailer, a notepad computer, an autofocus camera, alcohol screening devices,
hand held radio microphone extenders and an advanced latent print kit.

The State of California included additional local law enforcement funds in its 2001-02 budget. This to Loomis in the form of two large
apportionments; $100,000 for additional “front line law enforcement” and $102,048 for "high technology equipment.”

At the Sherriff's Office request, the Town has purchased additional patrol car computers, alcohol screening devices, defibrillators, cameras and
radar equipment. Toward the end of fiscal year 2000/2001, an additional Sheriff deputy was hired and a patrol car purchased and ouftfitted with
this money to exclusively perform traffic control within the Town limits.

The annual $100,000 allocation has continued to be funded through additional State taxes and creative State funding swaps. It appears that this
year's funding may come at the cost of the Town's share of Vehicle License Fees. The State Legislature plans to, once again, steal the local
government's Vehicle License fee revenue, then give it back in the way of funding the SLEF. While this appears to be unconstituional, and will
be challenged in court, this budget assumes it will come to pass as planned.
