ISSUE 
Council is asked to approve a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with Union 
Local 39, representing field Public Works Employees. 

 
RECOMMENDATION 
Approve resolution approving Memorandum of Understanding. 

 
MONEY 
There are no costs in this MOU beyond those already budgeted and approved for 
employees represented by Local 39.   

  
CEQA 
There are no CEQA issues associated with a personnel MOU describing wages, 
hours and working conditions. 
 
DISCUSSION 
The resolution adopts the attached Memorandum of Understanding with Local 39 
that has been in the works for several years.  Pertinent clauses have been updated 
with current wages and benefits.  There are no commitments to changes in wages 
and benefits.  The Town does agree, as is commonly done, to discuss wages and 
benefits in May 2010.  This is the time when the Town prepares the next fiscal year 
budget, in this case the 2010/11 fiscal budget.  
 
In December 2009 Council Member Kelley had issues with the job descriptions.  Staff 
met with the former and current Local 39 representative in the intervening time and 
made a modification on the job descriptions to show “position requirements” that 
hopefully addresses the issues raised.
